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OVERVIEW
The Utah Taxpayers Association releases its Legislative
Scorecard each year following the General Session.
The scorecard ranks legislators based on their
votes on important tax policy bills.

Although legislators did not know in advance which
bills would ultimately be included in the scorecard, the
Association actively engaged on each selected bill
throughout the session by testifying in committee
hearings, distributing policy materials, and meeting
one-on-one with legislators.

During the 2026 General Session, the Association
tracked 53 bills. Of those, 10 were selected for
inclusion in this year’s legislator scoring.

Scoring is calculated as follows:

A vote aligned with the Association’s position earns +1
point, while a vote against the Association’s position
results in –1 point. Absences neither add nor subtract
points, ensuring legislators are neither rewarded nor
penalized for missed votes.

Legislators who score 85% or higher, meaning they
voted with the Association’s position on all but one of
the scored bills, are designated a Friend of the
Taxpayer.

Legislators are listed in order of their 2026 score,
followed by their five-year voting average, and then
alphabetically.

Establishes a process for a taxpayer to
refer a tax increase made by a school
district’s board of education to a vote of
the people.

Clarifies burden of proof requirements

with the State Tax Commission, modifies

the content and publication of the

advertisement required when an entity

imposes a judgement levy, modifies the

time frame in which the State Tax

Commission is required to certify a taxing

entity’s compliance with truth-in-taxation

requirements.
